The Meeting was called to order by President Dick Byrnes at the Homosassa Library at 3 PM.  He led the group in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  He then introduced new members Bill and Cathy Maurer, who were in attendance.  Our outgoing Secretary, Michele Eisner, started prior to 2006 and her lengthy service was recognized.  
Dick introduced our guest speaker, Susan Mutschler, Homosassa Branch Library Manager.  She advised that Citrus County has five libraries and that the Homosassa branch serves 92,000 thousand patrons that make 523,000 visits per year, or 1800 per day.  She explained the many programs offered all ages.  She encouraged becoming “A Friend of the Library” for $5.00 per year.

President Byrnes asked for the Treasurers report.  Roger Kessinger stated the February 2014 financial report for Citizens on Patrol had an ending January balance of $4,629.87 with Donations of $225.00 and the purchase of a printer for $121.88 in February.  The ending February balance was $4,732.99.  A motion to accept was made with a second and passed by unanimous voice vote.

Deputy Andy McEwen asked for comments on the Volunteer Banquet.  The food was excellent.  Sheriff Deputies and staff serving the food was a good change and speeded up the service line.  He asked for entertainment suggestions.   

Dick advised the vehicle was in an accident and it was discovered on Saturday by the first driver, a long slash on the rear bumper and a hole in the bumper.  Drivers are not initialing the back of the daily log sheet that they have walked around the car to inspect for damage, so we are not sure when it happened.   We should be constantly walking around the car when we become the driver.
The car will be in for maintenance on Friday.  We may have a loaner.  
Lt. Caster is now the head of the volunteer program plus other activities.  The Sheriff will be at our next meeting.    Bill Schultz had a heart attack and is in the hospital.  The Secretary will send a card.   
We were notified by the Sugarmill Country Club restaurant that they will not be staffing on Mondays as a cost saving measure and we arranged a contract with the Homosassa Public Library for 3PM (2:30 for Board meeting) on Tuesday in March, April and May.  We will consider a contract for September thru December and also other meeting sites.  Elvin Miller’s church near the library has a sizeable room that is available.  
There was a petition circulated and a discussion on the “Stub out” problem at the end of Oak Village Boulevard in Oak Village South to connect to a development of apartments in Citrus County adjacent to Oak Village.  
President Byrnes commented on how well he believes we are doing in staffing and performing.
