Last month’s minutes are on the web site.  Treasurer’s report: received $250.00 from Cypress Village Board, paid for maps in plastic $68.36, with a balance of $5,084.53.  Motion to accept as read.

Dick provided the Monthly Stats for April:  Man Hours 300, <Miles driven 3,672, Security Checks 261, Construction Sites 99, Utilities 595.eH
A motion to adjourn was seconded and was unanimous by voice vote.
Dick then introduced our host, Dennis DeVoe, who explained his duties and the function of the Emergency Center.  We then went on a tour of the facility.  In addition to the 911 desks, we toured the requirements of this County facility for any emergency.  Very impressive.   Some stats:  911 calls per month average 6500, EMS calls were 24%, answer calls within 10 seconds and they average 5 seconds to respond.  51 employees required for 24/7 staffing.
